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Additional RFP Questions (p. 1 of 4)

·As a planning document or initiative, weôre assuming that the RWSS will be 

exempt from CEQA?

o This is an issue that we hope to have addressed as part of the scoping process.

· For the Scoping effort is the listing of water supply options, how much detail 

is BAWSCA expecting with respect to infrastructure specifications 

(alignments, sizing), facility operations, establishing water entitlement 

seniority, regulatory/business processes required in water 

transfers/assignments, environmental permits, potential mitigation, etc.?  

o The scoping effort should identify which water supply alternatives will be evaluated.  

The scoping effort does not include the evaluation of each of the alternatives.



Additional RFP Questions (p. 2 of 4)

· Apart from coordination with various BAWSCA members through the BAWSCA 

Program Manager, is inter-agency coordination with the relevant public trust 

resource agencies expected to be a part of the Scoping effort conducted by the 

consultant (e.g., scoping discussions with DWR, USBR, Corps, RWQCBs, 

USFWS, NOAA Fisheries, CDFG, etc.)?

o The scoping effort will identify the process by which we will engage the various 

public partners.  It is not currently anticipated that public partners will be part of the 

scoping process, but they could be added if it is thought that including them would 

be helpful to the scoping process.

· Does BAWSCA envision community and public outreach to be a part of the 

Scoping effort to identify water supply options?  Will there be public meetings 

and workshops?

o The scoping effort will identify the process by which we will engage the public, if such 

engagement is recommended.  It is not currently anticipated that the public will be 

part of the scoping process



Additional RFP Questions (p. 3 of 4)

· Is it safe to assume that the RWSS will address many of the ongoing 

institutional and regulatory initiatives currently pending (e.g., BDCP, CVP-

OCAP Biological Opinions specific to in-Delta hydrologic control 

requirements, new SWRCB rulings on source area water right allocations, 

Peripheral Canal, etc.)?

o The regulatory framework within which the RWSS will be prepared and the 

impacts of the regulatory framework on water supply is certainly something that 

the RWSS and the scope of the RWSS will have to address.

· Is the ultimate water supply option chosen expected to focus on firm or safe 

yield?  

o This is an issue that will be decided as part of the development of the RWSS 

objectives and screening and evaluation criteria.



Additional RFP Questions (p. 4 of 4)

· Is BAWSCA anticipating a comprehensive discussion on the temporal (and 

possibly spatial) threats to water availability based on anticipated climate 

forcings within any source area watersheds that become part of the 

preferred listing of water supply options?  Do they want to see a supply 

availability risk analysis, with climate change? 

o The first part of the RWSS scoping effort is a discussion of the water supply issues 

facing BAWSCA member agencies.  It is expected that the RWSS will include a 

comprehensive discussion of the relevant water supply issues, including climate 

change impacts on water supply.

· How many copies of the proposal should be provided to BAWSCA?

o Five copies of your proposal should be delivered to the BAWSCA office by 4 p.m. on 

Wednesday, August 5th.
